ALL children who have the following symptoms should remain home until symptom free for 24 hours

unless otherwise instructed by a physician.

Illness / Symptoms:

-Nasal/Eye Drainage (yellow or green in color)
-Coughing

-Fever

-Diarrhea

-Vomiting

-Sore Throat

-Skin Rashes (undiagnosed or contagious)

-Infected sores with yellow or green drainage which cannot be covered by
bandages or clothing

-Any type of infection that displays any type of open wound or drainage with blood

-Children will be asked to be picked-up from child watch if any of these symptoms are
detected

*The York Branch YMCA does have the authority to dismiss or refuse care to any child who may cause
risks to others*
